ETSinc. ETW-625 Microphone Instructions

The ETS ETW-625 microphone is a dynamic moving coil microphone designed to be used in outdoor applications.

Microphone Placement

Locate the ETW-625 as close as possible to the area of interest to be monitored. Do not mount the microphone near air
conditioning vents, light fixtures or electrical equipment. The ETW-625 is still useable at distances of up to 25 feet but is
dependent on the quality of the receiving device and the level of background noise in the area. Experimentation in the
environment will determine what distances work best.

Mounting on gang box
If you have an ETW-625 (connector version) and want to mount it in a bell box, you’ll need to use a deep bell box since
the microphone extends 2 inches behind the stainless steel plate.

Cable Run
Run a 22 gauge, stranded, two conductor shielded cable between the ETW-625 microphone and the monitoring device.
Keep the cable run distance under 500 feet and away from AC power sources, light fixtures and electrical equipment.
